	All minor competitors will have a minimum of two fights and either the pool system or double repechage shall be used. For all other competitors, competition will be carried out according to the rules and sporting codes of the IJF/ EJU KO system. 

	Judogi  & Judogi Control
	The competition will be held in white and blue judogi and in line with the rules as set down by the IJF and EJU. Where a competitor elects to wear a blue judogi, he/ she must also have a white judogi available to conform with the rules- This will be strictly enforced
The women must wear a white non-transparent t-shirt. The bras must not have any hard pieces. Long hair must be tied up with the appropriate elastic band. Make up and jewellery are prohibited. Nails should be cut short

The judogi control will be performed by the referees
