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Decision of ”Hantei”
When no points has been registered on the scoreboard or when the points are exactly the same under waza-ari and yuko the referee shall annonce “Hantei”.

A correct decision will be based on the following criterias.

1. KINSA 
(lower than yuko) in tachi-waza and ne-waza.
2. ATTACKS
(which get uke real out of balance) in tachi-waza and ne-waza.
3. ACTIVITY
(positive) in tachi-waza and ne-waza.
4. POSITIVE JUDO
in tachi-waza and ne-waza.
1. KINSA 
1.1 Tachi-waza: A throw which not fullfils the criterias for yuko, for example uke lands on the front, on one or two knees, on hands and knees, on the thigh or on the buttocks.
1.2 Ne-waza: An announced osae-komi for 1 – 14 seconds, kansetsu-waza or shime-waza when uke get loose in the last moment.
The winner is the one with most Kinsa.
2. ATTACKS

2.1 Tachi-waza: Attacks which get uke really out of balance and where uke barely avoids to fall.

2.2 Ne-waza: Clear preparations to osaekomi-waza, kansetsu-waza or shime-waza, especially succeded turning technics.
The winner is the one with most Attacks.

3. ACTIVITY (positive)
3.1 Tachi-waza: Real attacks which do not get uke out of balance.

3.2 Ne-waza: Serious attempts to turning technics and other attacks which are not successful.

The winner is the one with most positive attacks.
Note: It is also possible to be negative active, for example when uke is falling down on both knees and tori after that begins to pull uke over the tatami to seem to be active. That kind of action is very negative and must be stoped as soon as possible with matte.

4. POSITIVE JUDO

4.1 Tachi-waza: To be active with attempts to good kumi-kata and to show a good attitude and stile.

4.2 Ne-waza: To be active with attacking judo, without stops and waiting for the referee to announce matte.

Winner is the one with the most positive attitude.
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
